Stuntzner’s Forgiveness Intervention: Learning to Forgive
Yourself and Others

Stuntzner’s Forgiveness Intervention (2015) is a 7 – module forgiveness intervention. Of the seven modules, six are required, namely Modules 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7. Module 2 is listed as optional, in the manual, because it was created primarily for women with disabilities and some of the unique experiences they have due to be being women living with a disability. However, there are useful components of this module that may be tailored for men, women, or combined groups.

The intervention was developed within a framework that primarily addresses the needs, issues, and adaptation concerns of persons with disabilities. Disability, as presented in the intervention, represents a broad term and the multitude of conditions or situations (i.e., cognitive, mental health, physical, degenerative/neurological, invisible and visible disabilities, learning, etc.) as well as the numerous experiences often associated with a disability. Although the focus of the intervention is on persons with disabilities and their needs, professionals should be aware that much of the information and concepts presented are useful for other populations, as well. The focus for this intervention is disability, though, due to the fact that very few interventions and professional resources exist for this group of people in relation to forgiveness and the numerous challenging and often socially marginalizing experiences they and/or their family, friends, and loved ones sometimes experience.

Stuntzner’s Forgiveness Intervention: Learning to Forgive Yourself and Others is presented so that professionals may complete singular modules or the whole intervention. Each module is listed here along with the number of CE hours available for the whole intervention. Professionals who complete all seven modules and correctly answer the associated CE questions will receive
7.0 CE hours. Each credit costs $25.00. The total forgiveness intervention training costs $175.00 
and is part-two of the ACEP self-study course, “Resilience, Forgiveness, and Disability: Interventions to Promote Positive Coping in Persons with Disabilities.”
Stuntzner’s Forgiveness Intervention is presented so that professionals may complete singular modules or the whole intervention. Professionals who complete all seven modules and correctly answer the associated CE questions will receive 7 – CE hours. Each CE hour costs $25.00.  Total costs for this portion of the two part intervention training is $175.00.
